To ensure safe and appropriate equipment provision



	To have working knowledge of and to be able to access the following equipment independently: 

· Mowbray
· Toilet frame
· Raised toilet seat
· Shower board
· Bath seat
· Swivel bather
· Perching stool

· Aids for daily living
· Walking stick
· Zimmer frame – un-wheeled

· Zimmer frame – wheeled

To have working knowledge of a range of equipment required in stroke rehabilitation including:
· Bath lift
· Delta rolator
· 4 wheeled rolator
· Tripod/Quadrapod
· Elbow crutches
· Grab rails
· Ramps
To be able to clinically reason the need for the above equipment, in discussion with the relevant professional 

To be able to adjust and fit the equipment to the person and the environment
To be able to review “first use” of equipment after discussion with the relevant professional

To ensure ongoing review of all equipment
To have working knowledge of

· Self- propelling wheelchair

· Attendant propelled wheelchair

· Electric wheelchair

To be able to adjust wheelchairs to optimise posture and seating

To be able to demonstrate a good awareness of wheelchair capabilities and safety issues when using a wheelchair outside

To be able to educate patients and carers regarding wheelchair maintenance, and safe appropriate use

To be able to carry out a wheelchair mobility programme under guidance from an Occupational Therapist
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
