	WALKING AIDS
To be able to clinically reason the need for a walking aid 


	To be able to assess and identify the problems, intervention and goals needed to aid the patients return to walking within the home environment and within the community.

To be able to assess and identify the need for a walking aid, clinically reasoning the functional need versus normal movement

To be able to prescribe/ provide appropriate walking 
To educate the patient, carer and CSRT team on the use of walking aids

To delegate to the carer/ CSRT team, the handling of the patient using the walking aid, to facilitate balance and functional mobility 

To identify any issues that may cause a patient to fall during walking and to manage the  risks 

To be able to demonstrate improvement in gait using appropriate outcome measures e.g 10 M Walking Test
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
