To work to dysphagia guidelines with reference to stroke management

To be able to educate patient and carer in managing dysphagia:
· Diet modification

· Drink modification
· Positioning

· Safe swallow techniques
· Risks associated  with eating and drinking, including choking

To ensure CSRT are informed of the impact of dysphagia on:

· Mealtimes 

· Oral hygiene/mouth care

· Chest and weights

· Medication management

To be aware of available resources and advise CSRT on specialised equipment
To be able to train CSRT in level 1 dysphagia management

To know local SLT organisation to ensure timely and efficient transfers and referrals
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
