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CLASSIFICATION OF ISCHAEMIC STROKES

Total Anterior Circulation Infarction (TACI)

All 3 of 

a) Dense hemiplegia (paralysis on one side of the body)

b) Homonymous hemianopia (see Vision)
c) Higher cerebral function disturbance i.e. dysphasia (see Communication), visuospatial disturbance, agnosia (see Perception)
Partial Anterior circulation infarction (PACI)

Any 2 of the above, isolated monoparesis (paralysis of a single limb) or higher cerebral function disturbance as in c) above

Posterior Circulation Infarction (POCI)

· Cranial nerve palsies with opposite side sensory and / or motor deficits

· Bilateral simultaneous sensory and / or motor loss

· Dysconjugate eye movements (eyes not moving together)

· Cerebellar dysfunction without weakness on the same side

· Isolated hemianopia or cortical blindness

Lacunar Infarction (LACI)

· Pure motor stroke

· Pure sensory stroke

· Sensory / Motor stroke

· Ataxic hemiparesis – ataxia (loss of co-ordination) same side as weakness

· No hemianopia or cortical deficit present

· At least two out of arm, leg or face involved, and with the whole limb involved
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
