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COMMON MEDICATIONS IN STROKE CARE
Antiplatelet- used to thin blood, helping to prevent further stroke
· Aspirin
· Dypridamole
· Clopidogrel
Anticoagulant- used to thin blood
· Warfarin- the levels in the blood need to be regularly monitored to ensure the blood doesn't get too thick or thin. This is done by blood tests, called INRs after which the dosage may change
Statin- used to lower cholesterol levels
· Simvastatin

Ace Inhibitators- used to treat hypertension (high blood pressure)
· Ramipril
· Perindopril
· Enalapril
· Lisinopril
Beta Blockers- used to treat hypertension (high blood pressure)
· Atenolol

Cardiac Glycosides- used to treat arrhythmias. An arrhythmia is an irregularity in the heart beat which causes the heart to skip a beat, beat irregularly or beat at the wrong speed. The drug works by correcting the heart to a normal rhythm and by slowing down an over active heart. An irregular heart can be a cause of a stroke
· Digoxin
Diuretic (water pill)- used in heart failure patients and also in conjunction with an anti-hypertensive drug.  This tablet reduces fluid and therefore can make you need to pass urine more often
· Furosemide

Laxatives- used to treat constipation which can be common after having a stroke
