Hampshire has moved away from Stratify to specific Care plan outlining risks

Portsmouth have 2 pronged approach Stratify plus specific trigger questions in first 4 hours and then targeted care plan based on York care plan.

Trying to do this in stroke difficult due to other stroke targets in first 4-12 hours

Ask question what do you mean by risk assessment-I.E. Stroke-at risk!!!
After 12-24 hours then stratify (also unpick past history) along the stroke pathway
Plan: Julie and Sue to e-mail different care plans tools to all and look at setting up stroke specific Working Group to develop and pilot documentation (and publish!!!)
